Reverend Scott purchased and 
brought back to Good       
Shepherd two things that rep-
resent our Old Testament   
history and faith.  

One item is a sculpture showing the Ark of the 
Covenant being carried by seven individuals. The    
detail on each figure is impressive and inspirational.  
Especially inspiring is the look of joy as the ark is 
preceded by three figures blowing their Shofars 
(ramõs horns) announcing the coming the of the   
presence of God associated with the Ark.  

The second item is a menorah. The seven branched 
candlestick has for three thousand years represented 
Israel.  The menorah represents the perfect creation 
of God in its seven branches. Huge Menorahõs were 
the lighting source for the ancient Temple in        
Jerusalem. However, smaller menorahõs play a role 
in all of the festivals of Israel celebrated in Jewish 
homes.  Good Shepherdõs Menorah was first used in 
the Seder celebrated on Maundy Thursday. 

Both of these works of art are displayed in the 
Breakfront located in the Parlor.  

These items were made possible by the Tanny and 
Otho Eason memorial.  We thank the Eason family 
for its generosity and making possible our enjoyment 
of these beautiful pieces of art illustrating important 
parts of our faith tradition.
