Zumbathon Worked Up a Sweat  
The Church's Zumbathon turned into a successful 

money maker for Good Shepherd's Haiti missions. 
"We were able to take in $1,000 to go towards 
David Bustin's efforts in Haiti" Dale said Monday. 
The Church has been supporting David's mission for 
some time, and with the events in there taking 
such a dire turn, Dale felt that as a Church        
community that Good Shepherd should do all that 
could be done to help. According to Dale, David 
has been reporting that currently there is no food 
available in the mountain regions of the country.  

The two-hour Zumbathon seemed like a good way 
to raise money for the earthquake -ravaged nation. 
òWe have been hosting Zumba in our Fellowship 
Hall for several months and it just seemed like a 
great opportunity to raise some money in a fun 
way.ó The event was held February 6 in Fellowship 
Hall and boasted 5 instructors and hosted over 50 
participants.  

According to Good Shepherd instructor Lacy 
Reed, the Zumba program fuses Latin rhythms and 
easy-to-follow moves to create a fun and           
invigorating fitness program. òWe want you to 
want to work out, to love working out, to get 
hooked,ó she said.  
òThe routines feature interval training sessions 
where fast and slow rhythms and resistance     
training are combined to tone and sculpt your body 
while burning fat,ó said Reed. 

Currently the Zumba program is being taught at 
more than 40,000 locations in 75 countries with up 
to 5 million participants taking Zumba classes 
every week.  

"We are just so happy that we were able to    
generate some much needed funds for Haiti and 
David Bustinõs mission there in Deymon" Dale said.
