Local sites 
in our area include both First Methodist and Oak Park 
Methodist Churches.

Here's how you can help...  
1. 15 mentors are needed to help with reading  

Monday - Thursday from 9a.m. until noon. This 
involves sitting with one child at a time to listen 
to them read from a book, helping them with  
unfamiliar words and discussing the story.       
The goal is to keep their reading skills from     
declining over the Summer. Most of these       
children have been recommended for the       
program by their teachers. A mentor DOES NOT 
have to be there each day, so please sign up if 
you only have one day to spare.  

2. Delivering and serving 8 lunches (sandwiches, 
chips, cookies, etc.) to Oak Park Monday -   
Thursday for the staff.  

3. Preparing and serving dinner at Good Shepherd 
for 15 interns Sunday, Monday, Tuesday and 
Thursday anytime between 5:00 & 7:00p.m.  

 

Sign up sheets are available across from the 
kitchen. Anyone is welcome to volunteer and/or be a 
mentor. The greatest gift you can give a child is your 
time. And you never know, sometimes what we get 
in return is far greater than what we give.
