CPC Primer 
We received correspondence on March 22, from 

CPC Assistant Director John Martin on the state of 
things in Piedras Negras. I thought I'd pass on the 
information. Here's what John had to say....  
 
Dear Group Leaders 

I hope that this letter finds you well. I am     
writing to you all today for multiple reasons but 
primarily to address some concerns that some of 
you have about the recent travel advisory set forth 
by the State Department last week.  

I am going to be very honest and upfront with 
you all about how I/CPC feel about this advisory 
and what we are doing about it. Frankly, the     
advisory surprised us greatly. Last week Ashlee, 
Dianne, her granddaughter, and I were in Mexico 
when they issued this warning. Things in Piedras 
Negras seem very safe, completely calm, and 
really, very happy. The new mayor, Jose Manuel 
Maldonado, has been very busy beautifying the city 
during his first three months. All of the people 
with whom I spoke at the hotel and in the 
neighborhoods are very excited about what 
Maldonado is doing to make their city shine among 
so many other northern Mexico cities that are 
struggling with intense drug -related violence.  

It should be noted that Piedras Negras was not 

one of the cities listed in this advisory. The cities 
listed are not close to where we are. Juarez, 
where the recent trouble has occurred, is more 
than 500 miles away from Piedras Negras. We      
regret that US news coverage is making it sound 
like the entire US/Mexico border is some kind of 
war zone. We feel very safe in Piedras and feel 
that missionaries traveling with us will be safe.  

Dianne (Davis-CPC Director) has asked me to 
emphasize to you all that she feels so comfortable 
in Piedras that she took her granddaughter with 
her last week. She also stays in touch with local 
officials on both sides of the border.  

Likewise, we take your safety and the safety of 
your group very seriously. CPC has been in Piedras 
Negras since 1989 and Dianne has always and    
continues to refer to it as the òJewel of the      
Border.ó If at some point things in Piedras Negras 
became problematic, then we would not let you 
travel with us as we did last year when the H1N1 
virus threatened the city.  
Now that we have that out of the way, letõs 

move on to the fun things.  We had a great time 
last week while we were in Mexico. The final 15 
families to receive houses in 2010 were selected on 
Wednesday evening. One of the most special     
moments came when a family won after being in 
the lottery for the past three years.  

We also hosted a vet team; a group of students 
from Oklahoma State University accompanied by 
one of their professors. They had a great time and 
saw countless dogs and two cats for vaccinations 
and sterilizations.  

Lastly, we ask you to continue praying for our 
very dear friend, Craig McNab, and his family as 
Craig continues to battle with brain cancer.  

Please, as always, feel free to contact me with 
any questions as we draw closer to this building 
season.
